Course selection will be done after the acceptance to UTDT. Students will be registered in their 
chosen courses provided there are open seats in them. Attendance is mandatory, therefore, enrolling 
in courses with overlapping schedules is not allowed. Undergraduate students will have the first two 
weeks of the semester to make course changes. Graduate students will be able to make course 
changes until the end of the last week of each course.

No changes will be allowed after the afore-mentioned periods.
